Software Requirements Overview

1) Allow teachers to enter, track and print results of custom tests for each student.

2) Allow District Administrators and Principals generate Standards based report cards for Students.

a) Allow batch generation against arbitrary data filters

i) E.g. Generate report cards for all ELL students in certain school.

b) Cf. Student Data Report Card examples, attached.

3) Allow teachers and principals to look at various standardized tests and specialized District-wide tests and compare the results between the tests and among various subgroups of students 

a) E.g. Chart and Report on percentage of group above/below arbitrary level

b) E.g. Group By Ethnicity, ELL, School Lunch, Discipline (x axis groups)

c) E.g. Group By District, School or Classroom (x and y axis roll up)

d) Cf. School Report Card, attached

4) Disseminate data and analysis effectively to teachers, principals and other interested parties.

5) Allow measurement/achievement/progress reports based on District Student Performance Goals (essentially School Report Cards, but in graphical format)

a) Literacy, Math, Achievement Gap by groups, Schools, etc.

b) E.g. Show situation with respect to Goal #1: 90% of students at 50th NPR in Reading

6) Cohort Analysis

a) Allow data grouping by temporal cohorts or non-cohorts

7) Map District assessments to educational standards

a) SAT-9, MAP, District Writing Test, “Results” Test

8) Allows teachers to monitor students’ strengths in classroom

a) Curriculum guides mapped to tests and standards

9) Evaluate arbitrary District Program’s effectiveness from data measurements

a) E.g. Targeted Literacy program

b) By using arbitrary aggregation and filter criteria to measure effect of program on target student population.

c) Track Program’s effectiveness over time, even as student population representing Program membership changes.

Assumptions

1) District uses SAT-9 for norm referenced assessments of District and School performance

2) District uses MAP, Results and District Writing test for criterion referenced assessments of Student performance
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
